Annotated Bibliography

Length: 3 pages (one page per entry)

Secondary Sources: 3 required

Documentation: MLA style

Assignment: Your annotated bibliography should be a summary and evaluation of three secondary sources (articles in scholarly journals, chapters in books, or essays in a collection of essays) which deal in some way with the topic of your first and second papers. Use MLA style to present bibliographic information. The bibliography must be typed and double‑spaced with one inch margins. Turn in Xerox copies of each article with your annotated bibliography. If the article is more than five pages, you may copy only the pages from which you have taken information.  

Your summary should be a paragraph which includes:

—  Complete bibliographic information (at the top of the page)

—  The author's credentials (if given in the article or book)

—  The thesis or purpose of the article

—  The topics discussed in the article

—  The method(s) of development used in the article

—  The conclusions or summaries made in the article

Your evaluation should be a paragraph that answers  as many of these questions as possible:

—  How helpful are the index, endnotes, bibliography?

—  How did this author help you to understand the work(s)  better, or how did the  author help you think about the work(s) in a different way?

—  Do you agree or disagree with the assertions, interpretations, and conclusions  made by the author of the article?  Explain your response with specific references  to the article and the work(s).

—  What new ideas were produced by your reading of this article?

—  Explain how you can use this article in your second paper.  If you can't use the  article, you should be able to explain why.

—  Has the article produced any "leads" to other information?
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
